Junior Joshua 
Pauley made school history, as he 
became the program’s first-ever Men’s 
Individual Champion.  Freshman Chris 
Springer placed 3rd and was named the 
Freshman of the Year in the Heartland 
Conference, while junior Jacob Phillips 
placed 6th and earned his third straight 
All-Heartland Conference honor.
    In Track and Field, Kelsey Bruce quali-
fied for the Women’s NCAA Outdoor 
Track and Field Championship in the 
3000 Meter Steeplechase.  Her school 
record time of 10:38, qualified her for 
the finals at the NCAA Championships, 
where she finished 11th overall.  Jacob 
Phillips was the headliner on the Men’s 
Track Team as he won the NCCAA Out-
door Track and Field National Champi-
onship in the 1500 Meters.
