Head Coach Cathy Ray this
fall. The Lady Patriots finished the
season with an 18-13 overall record,
went 9-2 at home, and 8-2 in the
Heartland Conference. The 8-2 fin-
ish in conference play gave them
sole possession of second place
and a bid to the conference tourna-
ment. During the season, the Lady
Patriots won 13 straight matches,
which is a DBU record.

The Lady Patriots’ success dur-
ing the 2006 campaign would not
have been possible without the
leadership of seniors Lauren Ash-
lock, Ashlee Hawkins; Brandi Moss,
and Jenna Pry. Each senior led the
team in at least one statistical cate-
gory during the year, which played
a significant role in the success of
the team.
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Head Coach Cathy Ray stated,
“The impact our seniors had on the
team was huge and will be missed
tremendously. We were a young
team this fall, with four freshmen
playing consistently. This fall sea-
son set the pace for what we want
to accomplish here at DBU, and we
will strive to be even more success-
ful next year.”

Also emerging during the sea-
son were freshman talents Amanda
Emmert, Stacy Fitzhugh, and Vick-
ie Mundell. Mundell was named
Heartland Conference Setter of the
Week for two consecutive weeks.
During that time, Mundell com-
piled 225 assists, which helped lead
the Patriots to a 6-0 record during
the stretch.

Pry and Moss, who led the team
nearly every match in kills, blocks, or
digs, were awarded for their strong

play. Pry was named First Team All-
Heartland Conference, Heartland
Conference Hitter of the Week, and
the Sports Imports/AVCA National
Player of the Week for her play dur-
ing the week of October 16-21. Dur-
ing that week, Pry led the Patriots
to a 3-0 record with her 80 kills and
61 digs. Moss was named Second
Team All-Heartland Conference by
averaging 3.47 kills, 1.16 digs, and
1.1 blocks per game.

“This season was the most suc-
cessful we have had at DBU since
becoming an NCAA Division Il pro-
gram. We started with many inju-
ries that put us behind mentally
and physically on the court, but
with patience, we slowly started to
heal and become a team. It was not
about who was on the other side of
the court, but about playing our
best game,” Coach Ray explained.

dau, who was named NCCAA Sec-
ond Team All-Region; junior Mandy
Gomez, who was named NCCAA

First Team All-Region, NCCAA Hon-
orable Mention All-American, and
Heartland Conference Player of the
Week;sophomore Brittni Wallace,
who was named NCCAA Second
Team All-Region; and freshman Ta-
sha Garr, who was named First Team
All-Heartland Conference, NCCAA
First Team All-Region, NCCAA First
Team All-Tournament, and NCCAA
Honorable Mention All-American.
