Throughout the text, Dr. Artmann 
details information on developmen-
tal expectations for children from 
ages three through ten years of age, 
along with the latest research on 
methods of effectively engaging chil-
dren in a variety of curriculum experi-
ences that will help produce lifetime 
learners.

Finding inspiration from scripture, Dr. Artmann emphasizes 
that any effective teaching method must relate to children as God 
created them, relying on the fact that all truth is God’s truth.
