Founded by a man with only a
third grade education who simply
wanted to provide hope to his
neighbors, Brother Bill’s Helping
Hand (BBHH) provides food for
the hungry, clothes for the needy,
and medicine for the sick. Their
doors are open to anyone who is
in need, but the main thing they
want to offer is the love of Christ.

Throughout Brother Bill’s long-
standing ministry in West Dallas,
DBU has often partnered with the
organization, lending their own
helping hand to those in need. In
the fall of 2008, DBU students
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Super Saturdays, strive to provide
a positive influence, encourage-
ment, and teaching that will help
the children develop spiritually,
emotionally, and physically.

In the first year alone, DBU stu-
dents were able to serve over 100
children, and due to the success
of the program, the Super Sat-
urdays program expanded to a
second location in West Dallas—
Voice of Hope Ministries. As
